Social hour started at 7:00 and business meeting was called to order at approximately 8:00 pm by President, David Oliver.  

David provided an update on the status of the water main project.  Representatives from the City and West Coast Construction have informed him that pictures were taken of the road prior to the work and all damage will be repaired.  However, the repaving work will not occur until we have drier weather, so most likely next summer.  Dave will continue to work with the construction crew and the City to insure this work isn’t forgotten.  

Discussions ensued regarding the catch basins and that many of them are much fuller and it appears this is due in large part to the City’s construction work.  Patrick McHugh suggested that the City should be responsible for cleaning the catch basins and Dave agreed he would bring this up with the appropriate representatives.  Frank Lill said the HOA hired a crew to clean out the catch basins a few years ago under the leadership of Bill Miller.  There was a general consensus that this should be the responsibility of the HOA to see it gets done, either by the City or to pay for it through HOA funds.  
Dave also brought to the homeowners’ attention, the new ordinances passed by the City of Bellevue regarding additional restrictions on new construction and the prohibition of portable carports and storage structures visible from public streets.

Allison Goodman presented a Powerpoint presentation on the proposition for amending the Bylaws.  The contents of this presentation are attached to these minutes.  
While some homeowners’ expressed skepticism that enforcement of dues could be accomplished, all that spoke were in favor of pursuing the possibility.  There was discussion about obtaining a second legal opinion, but no consensus was reached or vote taken to authorize that expenditure.  
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Current Bylaws

· Created November 1987

· Primarily social organization

· Authorized collection of dues and fees

· Also authorized special assessments

· Fails to define common area (road)

· Does not establish formula for assessments or collection of dues and assessments

Changes Since 1987

· Legislature enacted Homeowners statute

· Statute gives homeowners associations the power to define and manage common areas

· Also authorizes collection of dues and assessments

· CCRs NOT required

Proposed Major Revisions

· Define common area as the road and entrances

· Identify need for dues and potential assessments to maintain road

· Establish enforcement provisions for dues and assessments

· No immediate plan to raise dues 

Why it Matters

· 80 homes x $150 dues = $12,000

· Only ~60% pay dues = $7200

· Current bank balance - ~$45,000

· If all dues collected over past 5 years



Would have ~$70,000 in bank

· If all dues collected over next 10 years

· Would have ~$165,000 not including interest

Where Would the $$ Go?

· Drainage basin maintenance

· Entrance and road clean-up

· Entrance signage maintenance

· Security measures if desired

· Emergency Fund

· Road repairs

· Downed tree removals
